     We are pleased to announce the addition of the Homer “Dee” Wells Memorial 
Scholarship.  This award was established in memory of Homer “Dee” Wells. Mr. Wells 
was born August 30, 1931, in Durant, Okla. to Lena (Ward) and Norman Dee Wells 
who was an original Chickasaw enrollee with allotted land in “Wells” Valley, Okla. 

      Mr. Wells married Joan Bainer on September 6, 1953 in Fort Collins, Colo., and 
shared 56 faithful years together.  He is survived by his wife, Joan; sons Randy (Jan) 
Wells, Buffalo, Mo., Mark (Kathy) Wells, Brookfield, Wisconsin, and Doug (LeeAnn) 
Wells, Eureka, Mo.; daughters, Sandy (Darl) Chapman, Fort Worth, Texas, and Kindra 
Wells, Emporia, Kan.; sisters, Anna Jo Wells and Linda McGuire, both of Durant, 
Okla.; 11 grandchildren and three great-grandchildren. 
 

     Mr. Wells served his country in the United States Air Force. In 1970, he moved to 
Kansas and spent the rest of his life as a construction contractor, as owner of Dee 
Wells Construction and Consulting, Inc.  In retirement, he enjoyed 
 woodworking and researching his Chickasaw heritage while attending  
many of their annual meetings and events across the country.   
 

     The Homer Dee Wells Memorial Scholarship will be awarded to a full-time             
Chickasaw student in his or her second year (junior or senior) of an                           
associate, undergraduate or graduate degree. The student must                                       
be majoring in construction management and/or engineering                                        
while maintaining a 3.0 grade point average on a 4.0 scale.
